Thank you for your interest in the Kids in Discipleship ministry. In these last days 
God promises to turn the hearts of the fathers to their children, and the hearts of the 
children to their fathers (Mal. 4:6). K.I.D. is a ministry that is binding the hearts of 
families together by equipping parents and other caregivers to be primary spiritual 
mentors to their children. 
 
The K.I.D. mission is Mentoring kids to be empowered disciples of Jesus NOW! 
This mission is accomplished through a three-step process: 
 
Step 1: K.I.D. challenges entire congregations to prayerfully lift up the children in 
their church, and to support parents/caregivers in empowering children in 
worship, ministry, and mission. 
 
Step 2: K.I.D. brings revival to families by equipping parents to implement the 
model of discipleship found in Deuteronomy chapter 6:4-9. It is the parents that 
can train their children ñwhen you sit at home and when you walk along the road, 
when you lie down and when you get upò (v.7). Small group Bible studies called 
Footprints for Parents and Mentors* encourage parents/caregivers in their own 
walk with Jesus and offer practical ways to make Christ the centre of the home. 
 
Step 3: After Footprints for Parents and Mentors, parents partner with their children 
as they continue meeting in small group Bible studies called Footprints for Kids. * 
Families spend interactive time together journeying through seven exciting phases 
of discipleship; from building their relationship with Jesus, to personally making 
disciples for Jesus. 
 
Three days of intensive training (spread over 4 days), at the K.I.D. Training 
Conference, will prepare a leadership team from your church to establish a Kids in 
Discipleship ministry! Training links practical instruction with prayer, application, 
and coaching to set churches up for success. 
 
We are excited about partnering with you in equipping your congregation to disciple 
children to Jesus Christ.

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Dear Friends in the SEC,       
 
Karen, my wife and I have worked in the South England Conference  
Childrenôs Ministry Department since September 2003. We have been 
wondering how we could help church leaders and parents to build a  
discipleship ministry for our children. 
 
Sensing this need I believe God guided me to talk with Cheryl and Donna of the Kids in 
Discipleship ministry at the 2005 GC session. I was excited at what I heard and saw and I felt 
compelled to tell Anne-May Wollan (TED Childrenôs Ministry Director) about what I had 
discovered. We were soon able to meet and pray with Don MacLafferty (K.I.D. Director). He 
told us how God had led in the development of the K.I.D. ministry. We felt God calling us to 
find a way of bringing this ministry back home. When I returned I talked with Heather Haworth, 
the Childrenôs Ministry director for the BUC and NEC. She is very excited about K.I.D. and is 
active in promoting this ministry around the UK. 
 
In March 2006 Pastor Leslie Ackie, his wife Irma, and Selina Alexander from the Walthamstow 
(London) church, along with Anne-May and myself attended the K.I.D. University with open 
but questioning minds. We experienced a time of professional training that was profoundly 
spiritual. We were impressed by the values and methods that God had led Don to use. We 
also found him to be open to the need for adapting the materials for other cultures.  
 
Since then Leslie, Irma and Selina have piloted K.I.D ministry in the Walthamstow church and 
have reported a very positive response from the parents and families. 
 
This approach to discipling families and children takes time and perseverance, but the 
rewards will be measured both here and in heaven.

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Leadership Training 
 
What is it? KID Leadership Training is 4 days of intensive training to equip you to direct Kids in 
Discipleship in your home church. 
 
When is it? KID Leadership Training will be offered in Spring and Autumn 2009 (subject to the 
level of interest).  
The spring training session runs from 23-26 April 2009, however, the closing date for applications 
to this training session has now passed.  
A second training session will start at 2.30pm on Thursday 8 October, ending with lunch at 
12.00 noon on Sunday 11 October.  
 
Where is it? The KID Leadership Training will be held at Stanborough Church in Watford. 
 
How do we register and what are the requirements? KID Leadership Training is designed to 
prepare teams to introduce and lead KID in their home church.  

1. Each team must include four persons consisting of the pastor and three lay-leaders.  

2. Prior to registration, conduct the congregation and church board surveys attached. 

3. Fill in the application form with the results of the surveys, the names of your team 
members, and their email addresses. Surveys and application forms are also available 
from the SEC Childrenôs Ministries department and website: 
www.secadventist.com/dept/childrenMinistries.php   

4. SEC applicants should send their forms to the SEC Childrenôs Ministries Department no 
later than 30 July 2009. This application will then be forwarded to the TED office, which is 
co-ordinating the registration process. 

5. Churches who meet the above mentioned requirements qualify for enrolment. Once your 
team has been accepted for the training the church team leader has to confirm 
participation and the registration is then binding and the fee non-refundable. 

6. The full amount of the registration fee should then be transferred through the SEC to the 
Trans-European Division no later than 28 August 2009.  

What is the Full Cost? For a team of 4 persons the Registration fee is £1100. This includes 
instruction plus the following for each member of the team: Training Notebook, Sample lessons 
as well as meals and accommodation during the training period. If a fifth person joins your team 
the additional cost will be £275. Without accommodation the price per team is £740 and for an 
extra person £185. 
 
Reduced SEC Cost. The cost for churches from the SEC will be almost half this price and is 
given on the application form. Churches may ask their local Area leadership for further assistance 
with funding this reduced figure.

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Frequently Asked Questions           

K.I.D Curriculum  

 What is Footprints for Parents and Mentors? 
Footprints for Parents and Mentors is a 12-week small group Bible study for parents and other 
mentors of children. These lessons are designed to help mentors grow in their personal 
relationship with Jesus and as spiritual mentors to their children. 

 What do Footprints Parents and Mentors classes look like? 
The average recommended size of a Footprints for Parents and Mentors class is 8-12 
participants. The class meets weekly. It is recommended that the time for each session is 90 
minutes. This length of time provides an ideal opportunity for personal application and group 
sharing. For those groups that can only meet during Sabbath School, the class time is reduced 
to 60 minutes. 

 What is Footprints for Kids? 
Footprints for Kids is a 31-week, highly interactive small group class. Parents/mentors serve as 
their childôs mentor in a small group setting with other families. 

 What do Footprints for Kids classes look like? 
The average recommended size of a Footprints for Kids class is 5-7 families. The class meets 
weekly for one hour. Participants enjoy group and family activities, searching the scriptures, 
praying together and discussing lesson topics. 

 What age children attend Footprints for Kids classes? 
Footprints for Parents and Mentors  is designed for families; therefore it accommodates a wide 
range of children. The target age range is children in school years 3-8 (7-12 year olds) and their 
younger/older siblings. 

 How many lessons are there in Footprints for Kids? 
There are 31 lessons in all. These lessons are designed for parents and their children to 
complete together. Footprints for Kids classes can easily follow a school year calendar. 
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Does this curriculum prepare children for baptism? 

The K.I.D. curriculum works well for children who are preparing for baptism, for those 
already baptized as well as those not yet considering baptism. This curriculum covers 
and extends beyond what is covered in a traditional baptismal class.                                                 

How many classes must I attend? 

Discipleship is a journey that continues as we daily await Jesusô return. Although the 
lessons are designed for groups, participants are encouraged to review the lesson topics 
at home when they miss a group meeting. 

 

K.I.D. Training 

How many people should come to training? 
It is required that the pastor plus three lay leaders attend K.I.D. University training. 
Additional persons are welcome and may attend for an additional fee. This ministry is 
pastor supported and lay-led. 

Why are church board and congregation surveys 
required? 
It is vital that the church board and congregation support their children 
in actively using their gifts in worship, ministry and in the mission of 
the church. Discipling children is a ñchurch ownedò ministry and 
requires a high commitment from both home and church. 

What support is available after I receive training? 
Throughout the training process a coach works with individual teams 
and assists them in developing an action plan tailored to their church 
needs. Continuing support from a coach and The K.I.D. Center 
(TED/BUC) is provided throughout the first year via email and monthly 
phone conferences. Registration to K.I.D. University also includes 
ongoing training called the K.I.D. Leadership Weekend.
